The first-level section titles are in Times New Roman 12 Bold and use capital letters only for the first letter of each word and in Times Roman 11. The first lines of paragraphs are indented 0.7 centimeter and no blank line is required between two paragraphs. The text is right-justified are shown here.
The paper size must be set to A4 (210x297 mm). The document margins must be the following:
Top: 3.5 cm; 
Bottom: 3.0 cm;
Left: 2.0 cm;
Right: 2.0 cm.
It is advisable to keep all the given values.
Regarding the page layout, authors should set the Section Start to Continuous with the vertical alignment to the top and the following header and footer:
Header: 1.4 cm;
Footer: 1.7cm.
Any text or material outside the aforementioned margins will not be printed.
Method
The method section should be presented in one paragraph without subsections and should briefly cover: the type of research, the type of data, the procedure for data collection, the techniques used for data analysis, and how conclusions are drawn. If the paper is a literature review or conceptual work, the research method does not need to be included. (Written in Times New Roman 11).
Result and Discussion
The results and discussion can be presented in subsections. Clearly discuss the main topics in line with the research problems, objectives, and the theories used.
There is no blank line between sections and continue as shown. Tables and Figures can be made either as two columns or one. Their captions use the Times Roman 9. Table heading is printed in Times New Roman 8-point italic and centered.
